____ ** Substitute Catechist

Has previously volunteered as a Catechist, sub, or assistant.  Fills in for teacher when he/she is absent.  
Receives lesson plans and all materials from teacher prior to class.

____ ** Teen Assistant

A confirmed high school student.  Assists Catechist, works with students under the direction of the Catechist.  Attends weekly classes, meetings, and workshops.

____ ** Safety Aide


Reinforces parking guidelines and student safety per St. Max Religious Education Handbook 

Sets up cones and chains in front of the Education Center.


Helps direct traffic at arrival and dismissal to promote child safety.
