This coming year will be an exciting year for you and your family, as you journey toward the Sacrament of Confirmation. It will be a year of choices and sacrifices. You can improve our world. You can make a positive difference in a stranger’s life. During the summer you may receive credit for a maximum of 10 hours by participating in community service projects with/without your parents. On the back  is a list of approved activities.

While participating in a service project, complete a Community Service Individual Project form - one for each project. (Multiple dates of the same project can go on one form.) To receive credit for summer community service hours this form must be turned in to the Religious Education Office or your catechist by September 30th . 
If you want to participate in something not listed on the back.  Please have the student call Mrs. Maryann Hotchkiss, Director of Religious Education for approval:   954-885-7260.  Don’t assume the project will count, if you have not received approval.

 Be prepared to:

1.  Give the name  of the project

2.  Tell what you will be doing and who you will be helping.
Approved St. Max Summer Community Service Opportunities

1. Be an Altar Server helping the priest at Mass. – Applications available in the church office.

2. Attend Youth Ministry activities. St. Max EDGE for Middle School students will meet once a month during July and August. Life Night for High School students will meet twice a month. Next high school Life Night is June 26 following the 6pm Mass. Check the church bulletin or website: www.stmax.cc  – Youth Ministry  - for dates and times.

3. Attend Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament:

every Thursday 7 p.m. – 8:00 p.m. in the Chapel.
   First Friday Adoration  
first Friday of every month in the Chapel 8:30a.m.–10:00 p.m.  

4. Assist at Summer Camp, sports program, with a Brownie/ Cub Scout Troop, or Vacation Bible School.
5. Organize a Clean Up in your neighborhood, beach, or alongside the roadway. Help maintain / protect the environment. 

6. Hands Across the Sand, Ft. Lauderdale June 25th at 11am – join hands for one hour to protect coastal waters and say yes to clean energy. (www.handsacrossthesand.com )
7. Participate in Fun Runs for kids, Walk-a-thons, Bike-a-thons or other organized charity fundraisers. 
8. Project Stable, 5790 Melaleuca Road, Southwest Ranches. Care for farm animals, grounds, assist handicapped to ride. Contact: Sandra McCartney 954-680-8069.  (It is best to go to ranch in person on Sat. at 9am. Parent will need to sign a Waiver Form. Dress appropriately. Bring water & hat.))
9. Organize a Neighborhood Food Drive for the St. Max Outreach Pantry. Bring items to the church office.
10. Assist a teacher in Summer School or to set up the classroom for August.

11. Complete the Babysitting Course that is offered at local hospitals.  Call the hospitals for dates and times.  A copy of your certificate must accompany the Service Project Sheet. (Babysitting is NOT community service.)
12. Complete the Red Cross Approved CPR course.  A copy of your certificate must accompany the Service Project Sheet.  Call local fire department & local hospital for dates and times.

13. For 1 ½ church hours: Attend Mass at another Catholic church.  Write in your own words the differences and similarities of that worship service and  physical building compared to  St. Max Church.  Attach the church bulletin to your paper.

14. Clean out your closets and donate your clothing/old toys/ sports equipment to Goodwill, The Salvation Army, etc.
15. Host a lemonade stand. Donate half the proceeds to a charitable cause.
